where operations have been con­
ducted in a sometimes leaky, tar­
lined hangar. He had carried his 
fight personally to the office of the 
governor and to the state legislature 
and during that time he was not aid. 
ed by any publicity from the uni· 
versity whose name his presence 
enhanced. In this he was like the 
many men whose bounty is the mind 
yet who find their dedication and 
their very livelihood - ideas ­
threatened by the exegencies of poli­
tics, prejudice, or protocol. 

As long as dedicated educators 
and researchers are slighted thus in 
support, or in salary, in the very 

name of the education and enlighten­
ment they so fiercely desire, valuable 
time and energy must go to do need­
less battle and our society will con· 
tinue to exist at a level far below 
an evcn ~oderate appraisal of its 
potential.
