Next came the Kansas Soaring As-

socialion with 23 members from all
over Kansas but mostly in Wichita.
They do not own or operate any sail.
planes but publish an informative
newsletter and help coordinate all
Kansas soaring activity.

Another new club followed, the
Central Indiana Soaring Society,
ably guided by Dr. James L. Ross.
They have 16 members and now own
a Schweizer 2-22C. Their operations
are conducted at Ace airport, one
mile south of Anderson, Ind.

The 33rd SSA Chapter was the
Illini Glider Club at the University
of Illinois. Their 25 members, many
of them school students, fly a 1-19
and an L-K at the U. of 1. airport,
Savoy, 111

of benefits provided by Chapter
status should go far toward cement-
ing a stronger bond between the local
clubs and the national organization.
