The 
flighL had an altitude gain of 42)03 
ft. so it \lould appear that new world 
soaring records for single.place abo 
solute altitude and altitude gained 
have been set if his applications are 
subsequently approwd by FAI.

CEILING TO LOWER 
FAA has anllOLlllred that the floor 

of the Continental Control Area \I ill 
be lowered from 21.,000 feet to 14,­
500 feet effective April 6, 1961. 
Thereafter, everything above ] 4,500 
feet wi II be controlled air :>pace, 
however, VFR flights may penetrate 
Lhis area if visibility is at least five 
miles and separation from clouds is 
maintainf'rl 1000 feet vertically and
