glider rating Hight tests as admin­
istere<l by designees and FAA 
agents. 

One definite action was taken 
when those present voted unani­
mously to send a message to Jim 
Rhine, wishing him a speedy rc­
covel"y from the heart attack he 
suffered early in the Nationals.
